Final Statement of Account as at 31 December 1999


1.
As agreed at the eighth session of the DBCP, WMO has continued to administer the Panel’s funds and to make expenditure arrangements on its behalf during 1999-2000. The WMO accounting and audit period is two calendar years (currently 2000/01). Thus there two WMO statements of account, the first being a finalized account for the biennium 1998/99, the second an interim account for the present biennium. The IOC statement is a finalized account for the Panel’s financial year (and employment year for the technical coordinator), 1 June 1999 to 31 May 2000.

Finalized IOC account 1999-2000

2.
The finalized financial statement from IOC for the year 1 June 1999 to 31 May 2000 is given in Appendix A. As anticipated, it shows a positive balance of USD 19,973.- for the year.

Finalized WMO account 1998/99

3.
The finalized WMO statement of account for the biennium 1998/99 is given in Appendix B. It should be noted that:

(i) Contributions received each year are those actually received in the calendar year to 31 December. They often thus include advance contributions for the following year(s).

(ii) The expenditure on “consultants” was for the JTA chair, financed largely by some small additional contributions from several countries.

(iii) Unfortunately, no SOOP contribution was available from Japan in 1999, but it is hoped that this situation may change in 2000.

(iv) The substantial carry forward to 2000 represents largely advance contributions for 2000/01. 

Interim WMO account 2000

4.
This statement of account, given in Appendix C, covers the period 1 January 2000 to 3 October 2000. The following points may be noted:

(i) All contributions for 2000 have been paid, most by the end of March, which is much appreciated by the Secretariats.

(ii) Unliquidated obligations include, inter alia, the contract for the JTA chair, plus several travel items.

(iii) The travel line includes the funds provided to IOC for the official travel of the technical coordinator.

(iv) The funds for the logistics support contract for the technical coordinator are in the process of being transferred to IOC (mid-October). This involves around USD 11,000 (FFR 80,000). Thus the funds actually remaining in the trust fund as of mid-October amount to around USD 14,500. 

Provisional estimates to 31 May 2001

5.
Provisional estimates of income and expenditure for the remainder of the panel’s financial year, to 31 May 2001, are given in Appendix D. They include:

(i) The existing obligation for the logistic support contract of the technical coordinator (see paragraph 4 (iv) above.

(ii) Expected publications including at least the 2000 Annual Report and the proceedings of the 2000 technical workshop.

(iii) Travel costs based on previous experience.

The panel is invited to review these statements and to advise of any discrepancies or possible errors. If in agreement, the Panel should formally approve the finalized statements in Appendices A and B and accept the interim statement and provisional estimates in Appendices C and D.
