TRANSPORTATION

Victoria is located on the southern end of Vancouver Island, approximately 95 kms south southwest of the city of Vancouver. You can fly into Victoria Airport, which is located approximately 25 kms (30 minutes driving time) north of Victoria. Rental cars are available at the airport and there is also a shuttle bus service providing regular transportation to the downtown area.

Alternately, you can fly into Vancouver and drive to Victoria. The total driving time is about 1hr. 30 min. in addition to the 1hr. 45min. ferry ride. The B.C.
